Some months ago, letters were sent out to the citizens of the
town of Dillshoro by the Town Board. Today that same
letter could be sent out with a foot note reading “MISSION
ACCOMPLISHED™,

Following is our letter to you, our citizens, on this the dedi-
cation day of our new municipal building,

Fellow Citizens:

The Town Board of Dillshoro, Indiana is delighted and happy
to report to you that a new combination TOWN HALL —
FIRE STATION has been constructed on the site of the old
school house built in 1905 and later used for the Town Hall
and Fire House,

None of your tax dollars were used in financing this building.

The town of Dillshoro received a Federal Grant of money
from the Economic Development Administration in the sum
of $134,400.00,

In addition to the above amount we also received from the
CUMULATIVE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT FUND the sum
of $10,309.96.

This Fund gets its money from the STATE OF INDIANA
through distribution of cigarette taxes and is instructed to be
used for the purpose of construction improvement, purchase
of real property or buildings for the town.

From the Cumulative Building Fund we received $2,129.04,
making a total from thege three sources of $146,5839.00,

The money in the CUMULATIVE BUILDING FUND came
from an insurance claim settlement caused by the disastrous
hail storm that struck Dillsboro in April, 1970,

The Volunteer Fire Department of Dillshoro donated
$20,000,00 toward the building.
